e V. #3 Believers know who their hope is in.
o Our hope is in Jesus... not ourselves or our emperor
e V. #4-5 Believers know what their hope is for.
o Our hope cannot perish, spoil, or fade
e V. #6-9 Believers know the worth of their hope.
0 Our grief is only for a moment... our grief moves us toward Jesus, our grief
proves that we trust one we cannot see
e V. 10-12 Believers know the warrant for their hope.
o Prophets and angels have sought what God the Father has willed... Jesus the Son
has accomplished, and God the Holy Spirit has told us
